Important Note

Applications will be accepted for breast health or breast cancer screening, treatment, education, or support projects in Dallas County. However, projects that specifically address the objectives outlined in the “Statement of Need” below will be given priority. All requests for science research funding should be directed to the national Susan G. Komen for the Cure® Grants Program. More information on research funding is available at www.komen.org/grants.


To meet our promise, Komen Dallas County conducts a needs assessment of breast cancer in our area. This results in the Community Profile which guides our priorities and enables us to work more effectively within the community. The 2011 Community Profile includes an overview of demographic and breast cancer statistics that highlight target areas, groups, and issues. This data helps Komen Dallas County identify the regions, communities, and populations where our efforts are most needed and will have the most impact. To ensure effective and targeted efforts it is vital to understand the needs and barriers as well as current programs and service gaps that exist. Analysis of the community in the Profile also includes the voices of those living in target areas and representing target populations.

There are many areas and populations in Dallas County disproportionately affected by breast cancer. Due to mortality and incidence rates, late-stage diagnosis projections, the percentage of uninsured females aged 18-64, and the socioeconomic challenges experienced in this area, Komen Dallas has identified the following priority zip codes: 75210, 75215, 75216, 75232, and 75241.
Komen Dallas County’s Priority Statements:

Priority 1: To increase early screening mammograms through the expansion of  existing outreach programs that provide breast health education.

Priority 2: To reduce the late stage diagnosis of breast cancer in the southern Dallas County target area.

Komen Dallas accepts applications for programs outside of the priority areas. While these priority areas are of interest to Komen, funding will be continued in all regions in our service area so as not to lose the progress made in the fight against breast cancer. However, we strongly encourage applications that provide new or expanded projects in the identified priority areas of need:

· Projects focusing on providing financial assistance for screening, treatment, emergency living expenses and transportation for services.
· Projects focusing on providing culturally-appropriate patient navigation and advocacy for the medically underserved. This navigator program must perform the necessary outreach to find the medically underserved and guide them through the process necessary to get the needed screenings and treatment. The navigator will need to have knowledge of breast cancer and related services provided from all available sources including transportation and financial assistance.
· Projects focusing on screening and/or breast health education among African American, Hispanic, and Asian women in Dallas County.

Guidelines and Instructions for Applicants

The purpose of this program is to address the breast health and breast cancer screening, treatment, and education needs of Dallas County.

Restrictions:

· Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer; e.g. if a project is a combined breast and cervical cancer project, funding may only be requested for the breast cancer portion.

· Applicants must be a US nonprofit (federally tax-exempt) organization, e.g. nonprofit organizations, educational institutions, government agencies and Indian tribes are eligible.

· Recipients of services must be Dallas County residents.

· Funds may not be used for medical or scientific research (costs for program evaluation are allowed). Affiliates cannot fund research grants; all research grants are funded through Komen National. For more information call 
1-866-921-9678.

· Applications proposing outreach activities must link clients with medical care providers to offer mammograms and clinical breast exams. This link must be clearly stated and outlined in a letter of support/collaboration. Provisions must be made for recall and follow-up case management for patients who are screened and have abnormal findings. 

· Funds for mammograms and clinical breast exams will be allocated only if alternative sources are not available. Komen will pay Medicare rates for all clinical services. To view the current Medicare Fee Schedule visit: http://www.dshs.state.tx.us/bcccs/contractonly.shtm#manual (CPT Codes and Reimbursement Rates with Global Fees)
· If proposed project includes genetic risk assessment or testing, you must define “high risk” for patients. 

· If a proposed project offers mammograms or sonograms to women younger than 40, define the criteria that will be used to determine which women will receive services.

· Funding for reconstruction surgery is not applicable.

· We will not provide funding for patient/client incentives.

· Indirect costs, if applicable, should be no more than 15% of direct costs and are the least likely to be funded.
· Equipment costs, if applicable, may not exceed $5,000 and should be used exclusively on this project.
· Salaries, if requested, are for personnel related to this project only and not the general work of employee.
Allowable Expenses
Funds may be used for the following types of program expenses:

· Salaries and fringe benefits for program staff

· Consultant fees

· Clinical services or patient care costs

· Meeting Costs

· Supplies

· Travel

· Other direct program expenses

· Equipment, not to exceed $5,000.
· Indirect costs, not to exceed 15% of direct costs

Funds may not be used for the following purposes: 

· Medical or scientific research

· Scholarships or fellowships

· Construction or renovation of facilities

· Political campaigns or lobbying

· Endowments

· Debt Reduction

Programs

· Must address the breast health needs and populations as stated in the 2011 Komen Dallas County Community Profile. 
· Must address the Breast Cancer Continuum of Care, see Appendix A.
· Must provide services that are not duplicated by other programs.

· Organizations may apply for funding for multiple programs.
· Past recipients of Dallas County Affiliate grant awards must state this status in their proposals and demonstrate past successes and limitations.
· If your proposed program is for genetic testing, provide the specific plan of care for patients who test positive for a genetic mutation and how you will work with the patient to manage their increased risk. Programs that do not have funding or a plan in place for the patient will be considered non-compliant and will not be submitted for review.

· If your proposed program intends to use a patient navigator, please fill out a bio sketch defining the background of the proposed patient navigator. As defined by the National Cancer Institute, “Patient navigation in cancer care refers to the assistance offered to healthcare consumers (patients, survivors, families, and caregivers) to help them access and then chart a course through the healthcare system and overcome any barriers to quality care. A patient navigator can be a registered nurse or a social worker who functions as a ‘guide.’ Navigators help their patients move through the complexities of the healthcare system—getting them more timely treatment, more information about treatment options and preventive behaviors” (http://crchd.cancer.gov/pnp/pnrp-index.html). Please make sure your proposed patient navigator fits this description.
· Please note that funding is competitive and limited.
· Please note that the re-funding of programs previously supported is not guaranteed.

Requirements If Funded

· The initial progress report is due at the end of the first six (6) months of the grant period. A final report is due within forty-five (45) days of completion of the grant period.
· Please note the Affiliate has the right to ask for additional financial information if necessary.

· Organizations with less than five employees will be subject to a criminal background check.
· In order to provide the Affiliate comfort that the grantee has the financial wherewithal to support its indemnification obligations, the Affiliate requires insurance coverage to cover any potential claims. Grant programs must maintain general liability insurance with combined limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the aggregate for bodily injury, including death, and if providing direct services, property damage and excess/umbrella insurance with a limit of not less than $5,000,000. If additional coverage will need to be purchased, please include it in your budget request.

· To enable the Affiliate to seek reimbursement directly under the grantee’s insurance in the event of a claim, we also require grantees to name the Affiliate as an additional insured.

· Grantees’ insurance provider shall furnish a certificate of insurance directly to the Affiliate showing that such insurance policies are in place within thirty (30) days after the Effective Date of Grant Contract.

· Grantee must acknowledge Komen Dallas County Affiliate as a funding source on all publications related to the grant in a clear, unambiguous and readily-identifiable fashion, such as “supported by a grant from the Dallas County Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure®.” All materials featuring the Komen Dallas County name and/or logo must be submitted to the Mission Manager for approval before printing and/or distribution.

Review:  Applications received complete and meeting compliance with these guidelines, will be submitted for grant review by a panel established through the local grant committee.

Education Materials: A variety of education materials are available from Komen for the Cure. Some items are targeted to special populations. Before requesting funds to purchase items from other sources or create new materials, please contact the Dallas County Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure®. We recommend that Komen materials be used in the project whenever possible. Additionally if your project requires an abundance of educational materials, we strongly recommend you contact the Komen office to inquire on the pricing of these items so that you may add them as part of your project budget.
Contracts:  A grant contract will be the legal mechanism for funding.

Grant period:  Grant period begins April 1, 2012 and will conclude on March 31, 2013.

Payment and Reporting:  The first payment will be made after April 1, 2012 and no later than thirty (30) days after receipt of the fully executed contract. Funds will not be released until after receipt of an executed contract. The first progress report is due at the end of the first six (6) months of the contract. The second half installment will be made after Komen Dallas receives your six-month progress report and demographic tracking form to date, and any issues arising from the six month report are satisfied. A final report and completed demographic tracking form is due within forty-five (45) days of completion of the grant period.

Letters of support and additional materials:  DO NOT send additional materials (i.e. reprints, complete curriculum vitae or letters of support). These will not be reviewed.

Confirmation of Receipt of Application

Written confirmation of receipt will be sent to the project director following review for Compliance to guidelines. Please do not contact the Komen Dallas County Affiliate regarding the status of the application during the review period.

Announcement:  Announcement of grants awarded will be made by March 31, 2012. Project directors will be notified of the outcome of the review in writing.

Number of grants to be awarded: The actual number of awards will depend on the amount of funding available.

Applications should include and be ordered as follows including attachments. Use the specified headings and supply the required information. All applications must be written in English. Please use the forms included in the grant application. Application must be single-spaced on 8½ inch by 11 inch pages with one inch left and right margins. Font size should be exactly 12-point Arial. All pages must be numbered sequentially. 
1. Cover Page (Form attached)  

Note:  Signature of approving institutional personnel, other than project director, required.
2. Project Description (This section should not exceed five typewritten pages. Note: excess pages will be removed and not submitted to the review panel for consideration)

a. Provide a brief history of the organization, board structure, mission and how the project fits into the scope of the organization (form provided). Do not exceed 250 words.
b. Brief explanation of project.

c. Explain how your project addresses the funding priorities identified in the Komen Dallas County 2011 Community Profile.

d. Explain what stage(s) of the Breast Cancer Continuum of Care your program addresses. If your program does not address the entire Continuum of Care, explain how you will work to ensure that women are successfully transitioned into the next stage. All programs must address follow-up, explain the actions you will take to ensure women not only progress through but also remain in the Continuum. 

e. Statement of need/problem to be addressed.

f. Description of constituency to be served and how they will benefit (please indicate number of women to be served and eligibility criteria).
g. Describe project goals and objectives and the steps you will take to evaluate your progress toward achieving these objectives. Objectives should be written as SMART objectives.


Specific – to what you want to achieve
Measurable – how much do you want to achieve?
Achievable - are the objectives realistic?
Results-oriented – measures outcomes, not activities
Timely – By when do you want to achieve the objective?

· “Goals” are defined in the context of this grant application as broad statements of the ultimate result of the program being undertaken. For example: Reduce breast cancer mortality among women age 40+ in Dallas County.
· “Objectives” are defined in the context of this grant application as specific and measurable approaches that the organization expects to accomplish to achieve the goal. For example: 80% of women 40+ who received one-on-one education will get a mammogram within 3 months.

Applications must be submitted by the director of the project. Keep grant requests to the page limits, as stated above. Excess pages will be removed prior to review. Submit ten (10) hard copies and one electronic version of your application. Applications should be bound by staples or clips only. Please no spiral bound materials. Fax copies will not be accepted. Failure to adhere to these guidelines will result in delayed processing or refusal of the application.
